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Integration of Interests (Conservation/Utilization)

Ten Objectives

1. to create and secure large contiguous areas of nature and landscapes of 

national and international significance. 

2. to preserve and strengthen the quality and diversity of the nature, 

3. to secure continuity and the potential for free dynamics in the nature,

4. to preserve and strengthen landscape and geological values,

5. to preserve and make visible the cultural - historical values and the diversity 

in the cultural landscape,

6. to support research into and teaching of the values of the areas, 

7. to promote opportunities for the public to use the nature and the landscapes, 

8. to strengthen the spread of knowledge about the areasô value and 

development, 

9. to support development of benefit for the local community, including 

businesses, with respect for protection interests and 

10. to strengthen awareness of the areasô value by including the public in the 

process of establishing and developing the national park.
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Integration of Authorities and Stakeholders

The Danish National Parks are established as foundations run by an independent

Council. The Council can receive funds, enter into contracts, acquire real estate 

property and similar.
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Bottom Up Process

10 Years of Preparation and Integration

2001: Governmental Commission introduces recommendations for the 
establishment of National Parks ïto improve nature qualities and 
outdoor life opportunities.

2002/03: The Danish Government initiates seven Pilot Projects and 
another three by the ñOpen Air Councilò.

Locally:
A Steering Committee , appointed among local authorities and 
stakeholder org. (Wadden Sea: approx. 30 members):
- Investigate the possibilities for the establishment of NPs;
- Work out proposals how a NP could ñlook likeò in the area.

Nationally:
A Sound - Board consisting of all levels of governments and all 

mayor, national interest groups (commercial and NGOs):
- recommendation for designation and establishment of NPs 
- put forward models for the regulatory framework and the 

steering and management of the NPs  





2005:  Delivery of the ten local reports to the Minister for
the Environment.

2006: The Sound -Board delivers its recommendation to the 
Minister (almost equivalent with the final objectives) 
ïemphasized: local influence full economic 
compensation if additional regulations are posed to 
land owners.

2007: The Danish Parliament passes the bill of NPs in 
Denmark (except one party).

2009: Draft proposal for a Ministerial Order for the NP ï
Wadden Sea.
