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In 2004 a new policy on shellfish fisheries came into effect in the Dutch coastal waters. In this policy it was concluded that insufficient knowledge exists on the effects of mussel seed fisheries on the nature value of the Subtidal part of the Dutch Wadden Sea.

To study these effects a research project was started in cooperation with NGO’s, fishermen and policy makers.
The project will form part of the basis of the extent in which policy makers will point out area’s for the development of Subtidal mussel structures.

This year a mid-term report was published on the short-term effects of mussel seed fisheries.
