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Wadden Sea and heritage management?
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Abstract:
The Wadden Sea represents a special challenge for the heritage management. It is even more difficult to handle than the Clay district but an unexhausted archive. The archaeological remains in the Wadden Sea are mostly not threatened by human activity, especially buildings, but threatened by natural change. This can be either protection or destruction. Differently than looking at a well known landscape to examine the consequence of human activity, the view is directed accidental but purposefully at individual archaeological remains. The possibility to discover remains depends on current and shift of soil. It is easy to handle “small” objekts like wreck than whole settlements, nevertheless expensive. And even we have to think about increasing building boom in the wadden sea. We do not have enough information about the remains of a lost landscape, which was formerly part of the settled coast. Very expensive equipment – of course not available at each base of heritage management, knowledge of maritime condition, a lot of research and documentation about long terms and a discussion about the compendium of laws is necessary.
